camping adventure in Smithers, BC in July 2017.

Sea to Sky Forestry Centre Society: $2,000 grant
e To fund the production and installation of signage on Floodplain Forest Trail
and Smoke Bluffs Viewpoint Trail, as part of the ongoing multi-phase, “Loggers
Lane Interpretive Trail,” which celebrates Squamish’s rich forestry history.

Squamish Soccer Association: $5,000
e To support fundraising efforts underway to build a second artificial turf field at
Brennan Park.

Howe Sound Minor Ball Association: $5,000
e To help fund the purchase of new equipment, uniforms, and player and
coaching development programs.
